Enterprise in Education Policy 

At Eastwood High School we encourage pupils to be enterprising through a strategy called `Determined to Succeed`. It aims to help all young people develop their own strengths and talents and the skills, attitudes and knowledge to become more successful in life. It’s about trying new things, working with new ideas, using initiative and having ambitions. ‘Success’ is much more than about passing exams. It includes lots of other achievements – in things like sport, music and art, in helping in the community, in getting training and getting a first job or running a business. 

We are trying to foster this by shifting the emphasis away from telling pupils what to do and how to do it and focusing on supporting and encouraging them to make their own decisions, come up with ideas and take responsibility for their own learning. This approach helps pupils develop self-confidence, a ‘can-do’ attitude and the all-important ability to learn from mistakes.

 

The school helps to foster these skills and attitudes by:
* Developing enterprising approaches to learning and teaching across the curriculum

* Ensuring that all pupils take part in whole-school Enterprise in Education events such as S1 Enterprise Event, S2 Making Choices, S3 Industry Awareness Day, S4 Work Experience Week, S5/6 Young Enterprise and Work Shadowing
* Encouraging pupils to hold positions of responsibility (e.g. library and computer club monitors) 

* Provide a comprehensive programme of appropriately focused career education

 

Parents too can play their part with their children by:
* Giving tasks and responsibilities at home and supporting them to achieve them successfully

* Being positive – turning setbacks or mistakes into learning experiences

* Asking their opinion and involving them in making decisions

*Giving them help to develop their own ideas or career plans that are suited to their interests, talents and abilities, particularly at option choice times for S3 and S5
