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What is the Joint Support Team (JST)?

 

It is a group of teachers and professionals who meet regularly. The teachers represent Pupil Support, Learning Support, Behaviour Support and the school management. Every meeting is attended by the school psychologist and our link social worker.

 
Who is referred to the Joint Support Team (JST)?
 
A pupil is referred so that we can give extra help – help to the pupil, help to the parent, help to the teachers. Pupils need different types of help – for some it might be that they have a specific learning difficulty; for others a very lengthy illness may mean extra support is needed; many pupils in their adolescent years need help with their behaviour and attitudes.
 

What does the Joint Support Team (JST) do?
 
It looks at what strategies might help individual pupils who have been referred to it by their Pupil Support Teacher of by a senior member of staff. In most cases the JST recommends some new action to be taken by the Pupil Support Teacher or by the Learning or Behaviour Support staff. In some cases the school psychologist will offer to see the pupil to carry out a more detailed assessment before making recommendations – parents are always involved if this is being done. N some cases the social worker may give advice to the school or offer support to the family and pupil.
 

After a pupil has been discussed the JST will monitor the case for at least a session.

 

How am I involved as a parent?

 

Ø     If we want to refer your son/daughter to the JST we will talk to you about it first.

Ø     You son / daughter’s Pupil Support Teacher will give you information on what the JST has recommended.
